B’nai Mitzvah Class – 7th Grade Students + Families

This monthly class (dinner will be provided) will help the 7th grade students, plus their families, to better understand the B’nai Mitzvah process at Temple Micah, study and participate in learning and text study together, and to build friendship and community among the class. It is mandatory that all students and at least one family member attend these sessions – even after one has had their Bar/Bat Mitzvah service.  Furthermore, a student who has become Bar/Bat Mitzvah is fully expected to finish the course of the year and is strongly encouraged  to enroll in Hebrew HS. The class will meet in the upstairs Chapel.
Hebrew High School Program – Students 8-12th Grade
The High School Program is taught by Rabbi Vicki.  It meets from 6:15 to 8:00 p.m. on the second Tuesday of each month (dinner will be provided and/or cooked by the students).  I encourage all of our 8-12th graders to join this monthly class.  Becoming a Bar or Bat Mitzvah is not the “end” of one’s Jewish learning; the continued conversations and friendship is a most important part of growing into Jewish adulthood.  The class concludes with the Confirmation ceremony in 12th grade.  The class will meet in the Youth Lounge.
Madrichim Program – 8-12th Grade

Another opportunity for post-B’nai Mitzvah “young adults” is to serve as a Madrich/Madrichah (class helper/teacher’s aide) during Religious School. This is a volunteer position for any young person looking for community service hours, who likes to work with younger kids, and is looking for another way to connect with Judaism. Some people will be able to commit for the whole school year; others for only fall, winter or spring, because of your extracurricular activities.
